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New Care Home patient check list FAQs
1. Why has the check list been introduced? 

The checklist ensures all the correct information has been completed and we have all the relevant information to make safe clinical decisions surrounding the patient. This is Beacon Medical Group policy. It is a patient safety issue if we are treating complex patients without background information.
2. The patient has not been registered yet, but we are worried they are unwell.
We are not clinically responsible until the registration has been completed.  If you are concerned there is an urgent clinical issue phone 999 or 111, otherwise contact their previous surgery is still clinically responsible. 

3. We have completed the registration form but don’t have any of the other information

It is important to the GPs at Beacon Medical Group that  we are in a position to make safe, clinical decisions. We need the patient background information i.e patient profile, discharge summary to enable us to assess and prescribe safely.

4. Why shouldn’t the patient be registered as a temporary resident?

As a temporary resident, we will not be routinely sent any of the patient’s old notes from their previous surgery. It normally takes at least 8 weeks to receive old notes once the patient is fully registered with us, and registering as a temporary patient delays this process significantly.

5. We need more of the patient’s medication but we haven’t fully completed the checklist?
We are not clinically responsible for the patients unless the patients are registered with us. We cannot prescribe safely without the background information from the previous surgery patient profile or from the hospital discharge summary. If urgent medication is required before the patient is registered, you will need to contact their old surgery to supply the prescription.
We need the original registration form, completed check list and any copies of any other essential information before we can register the patient.

6. The patient is staying for respite only?

You can contact their old surgery for prescription requests whilst they are with you.  The patient can be registered as a temporary resident if they need a visit, but we will still need all the information on the checklist. If they are likely staying longer than a short period, they must be fully registered at the earliest opportunity so we can get their old notes sent across from their previous surgery.
